The joint committee is of the view that the 

UK should adopt a Bill of Rights and 

Freedoms.in order to provide necessary 

protection to all, and to marginalised and 

vulnerable people in particular. They 

recommend that the Bill should: 

� set out a shared vision of a desirable future 
society 

� be aspirational in nature as well as 
protecting those human rights which 

already exist 

� give lasting effect to values shared by the 
people of the UK, including liberty, 

democracy, fairness, civic duty, and the 

rule of law.  

� include, amongst others 
- the right to trial by jury 

- the right to administrative justice and 

international human rights as yet not 

incorporated into UK law 

- detailed rights for children (the public 

should be consulted about including 

specific rights for other vulnerable 

groups) 

- the right to a healthy and sustainable 

environment in a Bill of Rights and 

Freedoms.  

- the rights to education, health, housing 

and an adequate standard of living.

National MMR catch up campaign 
launched (07/08/08) 
The Chief Medical Officer has asked all 

PCTs to help reduce the risk of a measles 

epidemic by offering the MMR vaccine to 

every child up to the age of 18 who has not 

been vaccinated. He also asks PCTS to urge 

parents to get their children immunised.  

In 2006 and 2007 there were 1,726 

confirmed cases in England and Wales - 

more than the previous 10 years put together.  

From 1996 to 2005 there was a total of 1,621 

confirmed cases.  

Between 1992 and 2006 there were no deaths 

from acute measles in England, but there was 

one death in 2006 and another in 2008.  

 

It is estimated that around 3 million children 

aged 18 months to 18 years have missed 

either their first or second MMR vaccination. 

Scientific advice from both the DH and the 

Health Protection Agency suggests that 

levels of MMR immunisation need to be 

increased as a matter of urgency. A measles 

epidemic in Britain could result in 30,000 

cases, or at worst over 100,000 cases in 

children and young people who would also 

be susceptible to mumps and rubella.  

 

The DH will support PCTs to help parents 

catch up by providing additional supplies of 

the MMR vaccine; information materials and 

funding - London PCTs £60,000 and those 

outside London £30,000. Extra supplies of 

MMR will be available.

Status of the Guidance 

Generally speaking, the criminal law applies 

equally to the Internet as elsewhere and what 

is illegal offline is illegal online. In addition, 

the UK 

Government supports and encourages 

industry to work within an effective self-

regulatory framework, and this good practice 

model for social networking and interactive 

services is the latest example of this 

approach. 

This guidance is not intended to be 

prescriptive or legally binding, but is offered 

to service providers with a strong 

recommendation for its use.

Crackdown on underage sale of knives 
(11/08/08) 

HO Minister Vernon Coaker has asked for 

increased activity to tackle the problem of 

young people’s access to kives. Knife 

retailers in the 10 police force areas that are 

the focus of the Tackling Knives Action 

Programme, will face 'mystery shopper' 

visits by underage children. Tough penalties 

now includeg: 

� doubling the maximum sentence for 
carrying a knife from 2 - 4 years 

� giving teachers the power to search pupils 
for weapons in schools and  

� increasing the use of stop and search.  
 

Anyone over 16 caught in possession of a 

knife can now expect to be prosecuted on the 

first offence. Those under 16 can expect at 

least a caution coupled with a knife 

education scheme to help them understand 

the potentially devastating consequences of 

carrying knives.  

  

� Selling knives to under-18s carries a 
maximum sentence of 6 months 

imprisonment and/or a fine of £5,000.  

� The offence centres on sale so the retailer 
commits an offence if he sells to an under-

18 year old. Anyone knowingly selling to 

an under-18 through internet sites, 

including e-bay would be committing an 

offence.  

� The 10 areas taking part in the Tackling 
Knives Action Programme account for 

more than 70% of serious violence 

involving a knife. They are London, Essex, 

Lancashire, West Yorkshire, Merseyside, 

the West Midlands, Greater Manchester, 

Nottinghamshire, South Wales and Thames 

Valley.

Proposals for changing the test include:  

� Updating the theory test to do more to 
assess a student's understanding of safe 

driving, using new types of questions such 

as case studies  

� Considering whether the theory test 
question bank should continue to be 

published.  

� Introducing independent driving to the 
practical test when the candidate is asked 

to set their own route for part of the test 

and 'situational judgement' when the 

candidate is asked to explain what they did 

in a situation and why.  

� Revising the number of manoeuvers in the 
practical test and the way they are carried 

out  

� Splitting the theory and practical tests into 
modules, to enable learners to pass 

elements of the test as they learn and better 

feedback at the end of the test, whether 

successful or not.

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Youth Cohort Study and Longitudinal 
Study of Young People in England: The 
activities and experiences of 16 year olds - 
England 2007 (11/08/08) 
These statistics bring together data about the 

family environment, attitudes to school, risky 

behaviours, engagement, attainment and 

post-16 participation. This is the first 

publication of official statistics from LSYPE 

and covers 2004 to 2007. It also updates a 

regular Statistical First Release (SFR) on the 

attainment and activities of 16 year olds, 

based on the YCS. 

 

The key points from the latest release are: 

� Family, Aspirations and Intentions 
The aspirations of young people and their 

parents are closely related. More young 

people (84%) want to stay in full time 

education than eventually do so (72%) and 

the gap is largest for those from lower 

socio-economic groups. Relationships with 

parents and family activities show a 

significant association with GCSE 

attainment and one that does not reflect 

only socio-economic differences.  

Attitudes to school, risky behaviours and 
activities 
There are strong relationships between 

attitudes to school and subsequent 

truanting, between truanting and risky 

behaviours, and between risky behaviours 

and poor outcomes. Drinking alcohol was 

not strongly related to poor outcomes. 

LSYPE was designed before the current 

focus and definition for young people 

engaging in positive activities. 

Nevertheless, participation in structured 

and other activities was 83%; but there is a 

gap in participation by social class, 

compounded by gender, and females from 

Bangladeshi and Pakistani ethnic groups 

participating least. 

 

� Bullying 
There is a strong relationship between 

being bullied and poor outcomes at age 16. 

There are few obvious risk factors for 

being bullied and fewer young people from 

ethnic minorities are bullied than their 

white counterparts. The largest risk factors 

for being bullied are SEN and disability. 

� GCSE attainment and activity at age 16 
These analyses exemplify the multi-faceted 

nature of the influences on attainment and 

outcomes. They show that personal 

characteristics, socio-economic 

background, attitudes and behaviours all 

have strong relationships with attainment 

and participation outcomes. Truancy and 

poor GCSE attainment are high risk factors 

for not being in education, employment or 

training (NEET) at age 16. So too is 

disability, and much more so for males.

Generational divides create “youth 
communities” and gangs 
A lack of parent and adult role models is 

driving young people to turn to gangs and 

other peers for support, according to a 

report published by The Prince’s Trust.  The 

Culture of Youth Communities reveals that: 

� 34% of young people do not have a parent 
who they consider to be a role model  

� 58% claim that finding a sense of identity 
is a key reason for joining a gang 

� 22% say young people are looking for 
role models in gangs 

� 55% already cite friends and peers as 
 role models. 

The survey of 14 to 25-year-olds also 

highlights how young people are twice as 

likely to turn to a peer (60%) with a problem 

as they are to turn to a parent (31%). The 

issue most likely to hold young people back 

is low self-confidence (32%) followed by a 

lack of job opportunities (28%) and lack of 

training (14%).

Driver certificate of professional 
competence for the bus and coach 
industry (11/08/08) 
The Driver Certificate of Professional 

Competence, (Driver CPC) will be 

introduced on September 10 for all 

professional bus and coach drivers. New 

drivers will be required to take the Driver 

CPC initial qualification which will involve:  

� A theory test including multiple choice 
questions and a hazard perception 

assessment.  

� A new Driver CPC case studies test.  
� An extension of the current practical test to 
allow more time on a wider variety of 

roads.   

� An additional Driver CPC practical test 
requiring candidates to actively 

demonstrate knowledge of vehicle safety.  

All drivers will need to complete 35 hours of 

'periodic training' every 5 years. Existing 

drivers will not be required to take the initial 

qualification, but will have to complete 35 

hours of periodic training by 2013 and every 

5 years thereafter.

Every year, as part of the NCMP, children in 

Reception and Year 6 are weighed and 

measured during the school year to inform 

local planning and delivery of services for 

children; and gather population-level 

surveillance data to allow analysis of trends 

in growth patterns and obesity. 

The NCMP also helps to increase public and 

professional understanding of weight issues 

in children and is a useful vehicle for 

engaging with children and families about 

healthy lifestyles and weight issues.

Legislative changes

Children 'meet online strangers' 
(07/08/08) 

1 in 5 British children has met a stranger 

they first encountered online, a survey 

suggests. And as many as 1 in 4 8-12 year 

olds ignore age restrictions to use social 

networking sites, such as Facebook, 

MySpace and Bebo.  

The study of 1,030 parents and 1,000 

children also found 72% of parents checked 

their offspring's web surfing habits. Social 

networking sites have age restrictions of 13 

or 14. Identity firm Garlik found that a 

quarter of the parents surveyed said they 

secretly log into their child's networking 

page, to check they aren't befriending 

strangers. And some 89% of parents 

interviewed spoke to their children about the 

dangers posed by social networking sites, 

and 58% said they were more vigilant online 

now than a year ago.  

More than a quarter of 8 – 15 year olds 

questioned admitted they have strangers as 

friends on social networking sites and 1 in 5 

say they have met up with strangers they first 

encountered online. And 2 thirds of the 

youngsters interviewed said they have posted 

personal information on their pages, 

including details of the school they attend 

and their mobile telephone number.
